I wanted to pass on to everybody something that just happened to me. Last year when I was in charge of safety and education I put an article in the spring news letter about checking your through hull fittings and hoses before we launched because it was better to find those things on shore rather than in the middle of the lake.

Last week (after we had launched) I had a problem that made me go down around the side of the engine that nobody likes to go to cause its hard to get at. While I was down there I happened to notice that one raw water intake hose looked like it was sweating. When I reached over and grabbed it my hand recoiled in horror as I almost stuck my thumb right through the side. That’s how rotten it was. It would have never made it through the summer.

   Needless to say I changed it the next day and disaster was avoided. The other the thing I wanted to recommend is that every boat should have a high water alert. A second float switch mounted a little above your normal switch that sets off an alarm long before you have to much water in the boat to find the problem.
